Membership Fees 
It was agreed that the membership year would be 1st April to the following 31st March.

activities.  Travelling just north of Cairns to Cape of Tribulation, they explored the rainforest and the 
Great Barrier Reef.

sites meet: the Daintree Rainforest and the Great Barrier Reef. 
 
The Daintree Rainforest is over 135 million years old, making it the oldest rainforest in the world ς 
older than the Amazon.  

 

      
    



 
 

             

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

      

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Great Barrier -- the largest reef in the world -- is one of the few natural wonders that can be seen

3,000 separate reefs, comprised of over 400 different kinds of coral. There are more than 1,500 
species of fish and 200 species of birdlife in and around the Great Barrier Reef of which Joe and Steve 
saw only a fraction of whilst snorkelling. 
 
They have jumped out at 14,000 feet over Mission Beach, south of Cairns, landing on 14 kilometres 
of sandy beaches fringing the rainforest.
