· Racially motivated language or actions will not be tolerated against any person having a reason to be present at Bexley Cricket Club.
· Bexley Cricket Club will operate an active “open door” policy on membership and welcome members/players irrespective of ethnic origin.
· No member of Bexley Cricket Club, playing or otherwise, shall use or be involved in the use or sale of controlled drugs.
· Members are requested to be aware of their behaviour towards fellow members and those persons attending Bexley Cricket Club as visiting players and spectators.

· Treat all members as you would like to be treated.
· Show thought and respect for our neighbours, especially at night time.
